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To be honest I can't think of one so when this item from GRANTOWN to CULLEN HOUSE came al
it had been struck with a good example of the boxed mileage mark of GRANTOWN 642-E at lower left. This postmark is
recorded in Auckland & Stables up to JANUARY 10th 1840 but this one must be at least four months later as it also has a
good red MALTESE CROSS which only appeared in MAY of the same year and could well be a bit later still. Unfortunately

it has no CDS to confirm any exact date on this rare local use. David Shaw.
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
